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1. When the Work furnished under a Contract is for use in connection with a U.S. Government prime
contract or higher-tier subcontract funded by the U.S. Government thereunder (a “U.S. Prime Contract”),
the provisions of the FAR/DFARS Flowdown shall be applicable as required by the terms of the U.S.

7. If the Purchase Order is issued to fulfill BUYER's requirements under a U.S. Government prime contract,
and the Contract is terminated for convenience by BUYER, in whole or in part, in response to the termination
for convenience in whole or in part of BUYER’s prime contract by the U.S Government, the obligations,
requirements of SELLER, and the relief to which SELLER may be entitled upon a termination for convenience
by BUYER under this Article shall be governed by the Termination for Convenience clause contained in
BUYER’s contract under the U.S. Government Prime Contract (e.g., FAR 52.249-2, Termination for the
Convenience of the Government (Fixed-Price) (May 2004)), amended as necessary and appropriate to reflect
the Parties to this Contract.

8. Notwithstanding the provisions of any FAR/DFARS Flowdown clause, however, any reference to, or
invocation of the Contract Disputes Act in any such clause is inapplicable to the Contract. Consequently,
each reference to a “Disputes” clause in the Contract shall mean the Disputes clause as specified in the
General Conditions for Major Purchases (Annex B), not the “Disputes” clause of the U.S. Prime Contract.
